General Safety Requirements:

 

· SAFETY GLASSES MUST BE WORN at all times when you are in the PRODUCTION area of the lab and ANY production equipment is powered. 
· Clothing Requirements; 
· No loose clothing; belts, neckties, necklaces, sashes, etc. 
· Shirts should not extend below the elbow. Roll up if necessary. 
· Remove: watches, rings, bracelets, etc. 
· Wear fully enclosed shoes or boots.  
· Full length pants are required. 
· DO NOT wear gloves when OPERATING powered machinery. 
· Personal Safety 
· DO NOT operate machinery when you are ill, making use of prescription medications that affect your alertness, or intoxicated. 
· BE cooperative, alert, and attentive. 
· NO horse play. 
· Working Environment 
· Keep working area clean and well organized. 
· Wipe up spilled and dripping fluids, remove excess process debris. 
· Return all unused materials to storage. 
· Return tools to their proper places. 
· CLEAN your workstation and the surrounding floor of chips, debris and fluids when you are done for the day (5S). 
· Machine Tools 
· Insure that you have lab instructor approval before operating the machinery.

· Make sure that all safety shields are present and functioning. 
· Adjust the machine for the proper speeds and feeds before activating. 
· Be sensitive to any abnormal sounds or vibrations. 
· Ensure that all tools, fixtures, and parts are snug and rigid. 
· Use conservative process parameters until you are comfortable with what the machine can handle. 
· DO NOT operate the machine until you are comfortable with it. 
· Use the machine only for the task for which it was designed.
